Church was the former senior minister and finallyister of Public Theology at All Souls Church irWN York City and
a noted spokesperson for our Association. As hsidered the end of his life, he wrdteve and Death: My Journey
through the Valley of the Shadolw this moving book he wrote: “Death is centmhty definition of religion: religion is
our human response to the dual reality of beingeadind having to die. We are not the animal witteaded language or
tools as much as we are the religious animal. Knguhat we must die, we question what life meahg dnswers we
arrive at may not be religious answers, but thestjoies death forces us to ask are, at heart, oebgiuestions. Where did
I come from? Who am I? Where am | going? Whaffé&slipurpose? What does all this mean?”
